The direction of the wind 
would turn a weather vane, which would spin an axle, thus connecting the sphere to 
the clockface. The script accompanying this exhibit no longer exists, but it might have 
said something like this: When making a voyage across life’s wind-tossed seas—signi-
fied by the literal ship in the background—one needs to consider more than just the 
time of day and the direction of the wind; we must also incorporate other forces that 
we cannot see, but feel must be there—like the spiritually magnetic force of God. If 
you are aligned with Him, then your internal compass will work properly and you will 
be guided to safe shores and to a land of promise.
